· Attachments to the application must be: (1) Your CANDO 2002 Final Report (if applicable) and (2) CCN Recertification Form (copy available at 1225 Laurel Street).

· Budgets must total correctly. Double-check all figures.

· Requested Funding Amount is not to exceed the Maximum Funding Amount listed as follows:  $25,000-individual neighborhood or $50,000-3 or more neighborhoods.  Application will be REJECTED if the total CANDO Funds requested exceed the maximum allowable.

· Only recognized Columbia Council of Neighborhoods Organizations (CCN) can apply.  

· CANDO 2003 funds must be expended in no later than a six (6) month period.  Projects must be completed before the next CANDO funding cycle.  No extensions will be granted.

· Awards will be approved at a minimum of $2,000. If less than $2,000 in total CANDO funds are desired, see Jennifer Chapman for the Mini Grant Program.

· Funding is competitive and will be based upon points received.

· Applicant must provide one original application and one copy (4 single-sided sheets) and application attachments that support the description & budget.  Attachments can also include supporting documentation for collaboration, matching support, etc.

REMINDERS:

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

Only recognized Columbia Council of Neighborhoods organizations and neighborhood coordinating councils that are members of the Columbia Council of Neighborhoods are eligible applicants.  As a part of this application, you must include the CCN Recertification Form as one of your attachments. 

If your organization received CANDO funds in 2002, you must submit a copy of your final CANDO 2002 report along with this application.  Your application will be disqualified if you do not submit this report as an attachment.  

An eligible organization as defined above may enter into a cooperative agreement or contractual relationship with an entity or organization to perform the programmatic components of the program(s).  Eligible neighborhood organizations must serve as the applicant and fiscal agent and retain all responsibility for fiscal management of program(s).

All activities must be designed to foster and enhance the neighborhood and/or coordinating council area(s). The Citizens Advisory Committee reserves the right to reject any and all applications.

The project(s) must be located and funds must be expended in the community for which the applicant serves.  The primary authorized person that has responsibility must be a resident of your neighborhood.  

Any printed material developed in connection with the activity(ies) must acknowledge the City of Columbia as a funding source with a disclaimer stating that the contents are the opinion of the author and not necessarily those of the funding source.  Materials must be made available to the City of Columbia.

PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS:

The CANDO workshop will be held in the 4th Floor Conference Room at 1225 Laurel Street. It will be held on Thursday, February,20, 2003 at 5:30 p.m.  All applicants are strongly encouraged to be in attendance at one of these workshops.

Grantee may not obligate any funds prior to Tuesday, May 28, 2003.  

Applications must follow all proposal guidelines, must not be altered, must be completed in full, and must be submitted to Charmaine Clark at the City of Columbia Community Services Office, 1225 Laurel Street, Columbia, South Carolina on or before 4:30 p.m. on Friday, March 28, 2003.   Applications will not be accepted after the March 28th deadline.

No more than one application shall be received from a neighborhood organization/council.  However, an application may contain more than one program or project.

If your neighborhood is applying for youth employment, please use the following guidelines in calculating the rate of pay per age category:

Ages 8-11       $4.00/hour -    Maximum of 3 training hours per day – This is a stipend payment.

Ages 12-17     $5.25/hour –   This is not stipends. 

Supervisors over the age of 21 are paid $8.00/hour. (Check with Mac and see if they are doing this this year)

A CANDO Implementation Workshop is scheduled for Thursday, May 20, 2003 at 5:30 p,m. for approved applicants.

Award recipients will be required to submit mid-point progress reports on or before Monday, July 28, 2003, with a final report due on or before Monday, December 1, 2003.  All programs/projects must be completed by November 30, 2002. Report format will be supplied at implementation workshop. Award recipients must be available to make periodic presentations on their activity(ies) to the Citizens Advisory Committee, if requested.

PROPOSAL REQUIREMENTS:

For ranking purposes, applicants must include a letter of commitment for cash and in-kind match from each provider/implementer and/or partner.  Funding is competitive and will be based on the points received.  

Applicant must provide one original and one copy of the completed application, along with one original and one copy 

of all attachments that support experiences and implementation of activities.
