Encinitas, CA- Along 6 miles of Pacific Coastline, a place called Encinitas is a city all its own. With a population of 58,014, Encinitas is home to many residents and a vacation place for a host of visitors. 

In 1669, the land was explored by the Governor of the Baja, California, Gaspar de Portola.  His mission was to use the land for teaching and religion.  Upon this expedition, he initially named the city Encina Canada, Spanish for “hills of live oaks.” 

Taking care of the land is still the priority of the local government of Encinitas. Throughout the city, various projects are geared toward improving city street-walks, public access areas and pollution.  In particular the “Downtown Encinitas Streetscape Project” has recently been completed which has resulted in enhanced safety measures, a great working environment and beautiful scenery. 

A Coastal Rail Trail will be constructed to provide alternative transportation including Class1 bicycle facilities. This project will augment their efforts to control vehicular congestion and air pollution.

The city offers a habitat for more than 300 species of birds. These birds can be found at the Elijo Lagoon Ecological Reserve. Located in San Diego County, it is the largest coastal wetland in the area. 

Outdoor activities include swimming, fishing, surfing and golf. Championship golf can be enjoyed while overlooking the ocean at Encinitas Ranch Resort. After a long day of great outdoor sports, one can take advantage of the 11 public beaches and “breathtaking” Pacific Ocean views.
