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The Waste Management Technologies in
Regions initiative was officially launched
on March 18, 2014, and is supported by
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municipalities in the design of an
integrated waste management system
for the Kakheti and Adjara regions.

The program will assist the Government
of Georgia in designing adequate waste
management systems in the targeted
regions by implementing pilot
interventions in selected municipalities to
support a cleaner and healthier
environment, minimizing adverse impacts
from waste on human health and natural
resources, and reducing greenhouse gas
emissions from landfills. To achieve these
goals the Program will implement the
following actions:

1. Establishment of waste
management systems and
improvement in the capacity of
public and private sectors;

2. Strengthening the capacity and
efficiency of recycling companies
and improvement of the enabling
environment;

3. Development of waste
management policies and
strategies and elaboration of
adequate waste collection tariffs
necessary to maintain the waste
management system;

4. Engagement of public awareness
and participation in all aspects of
the design, decision-making and
implementation of a modern
waste management systems, and
the 4 Rs, to support improved
waste collection and recycling
efforts in the targeted regions.

In the framework of the program a
Stakeholder Consultative Group (SCG)
was created that will have an advisory
role in the project. This will be a very
important instrument for constructive
and effective cooperation between
stakeholders and the project team. The
Stakeholder Consultative Group will
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ensure that the interests and needs of all
stakeholder groups will be considered
while working on waste management
system related issues. Representatives of
different state organizations at the
central and local levels, as well as
international organizations and NGOs,
are members of the SCG.

During the first meeting of the SCG the
program team presented the program, its
goals, planned activities, and expected
results; the mandate and role of the SCG
in the implementation of the program
was also discussed. The meeting was
conducted in an interactive manner.

At the end of the meeting Mr. Robert
Bodo, WMTR Chief of Party, officially
announced the creation and launch of
the Stakeholder Consultative Group.

The Program team will provide
information on the program activities on
a regular basis.
