The Waste Management
Technologies in Regions initiative
was officially launched in March
2014 and is supported by the U.S.

Development (USAID) and
implemented by the International
City/County Management
Association (ICMA) together with
CENN — the sub recipient of the
initiative.

The Program will support the
competent central and local
government authorities, local
businesses and communities, and
municipalities in the design of an
integrated waste management
system for the Kakheti and Adjara
regions.

The program will assist the
Government of Georgia in designing
adequate waste management
systems in the targeted regions.
This will be done by implementing
pilot interventions in selected
municipalities to support a cleaner
and healthier environment,
minimizing adverse impacts from
waste on human health and natural
resources, and reducing greenhouse
gas emissions from landfills.
